He
has positioned her s that the pictur f a female saint on the
wall appears behind her head in the painting It was an image
which had special sgnificance for both of them. Sorolla made
it when chey were staying n Assiishortly afier their marriage:
in 1888 and ic s sometimes idencified as St Clothilde. The close
jutaposition i the portrait could hardly be accidental,

‘One efect which Soroll does seem to have moderated s
the play o light on the black dress. A high sheen is very
noticeablein the photograph, giving a stiffened, more
sculptured effecttothe fods and crease.

Intereseingly the Sorolla’ did not regard thisasa private
painting It was made for an exhibition n Parisin 1906 and
then presented a Sorollas hugely successful exhibition in
New York early in 1909, when it was immediately sold to the
Metropolitan Museum. And there are echoes of Goya here too,
especally ofhis great portrait of the Dichess of Alba (made
n 1797) which had just gone on display in the city. Depicted
life-sized, hand on hip in a glamorous black dress, Goya's
picture s ofien seen as  love ribute o the duchess who wears
aringeched with the names and pointsat the words *Solo
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Sorolla & Clothilde

beginning to make his name, Joaguin Sorolla (1863-1923)
swas the most famous Spanish artst in the world. He had a
brilliant talent as a “painter of light” and was especially gifed at
capruring the effcts of the blazing Mediterrancan sun. Hisart
amounted to1a fresh and vibrant take on French Impressionism
and it proved especially popular n the United States. But he
was also steeped in the great Hispanic tradition of portrait.
paining which stetches back to Goya (1746-1828) and Velasquez
(1599-1660). And i the 70 portraits which made of his wife
Clochilde over more than 30 years of marriage which give us the
greatest insight into the psyche ofa man devored both to
his parcner and co his art.
Clochilde was the daughter of a photographer who
had leant Sorolla studio space at the beginning of his career.
They married in 1888 and went on to have three children in
arelationship of remarkable incensicy and devotion which
endured until Sorollas death in 1920. Clothilde in a Black
Dress, alifesized portrait made in 1906 when she was 37
yearsold, is one of the most fulsome of the many tributes he
painted. Clothilde fill the frame with a tremendous sense
1 of presence, her outstretched arm spans the canvas and yards
