From Neolithic cave paintings to Greek mythology
and beyond, the image of the warrior — man or
woman — has been linked to leopard. Leopard-
skin was appropriated during the Napoleonic
‘Wars, decorating uniforms and saddle-cloths of
hussars and cavalry. Military bands, such as the
Duke of Wellington’s Pipes & Drums and the US
Marines favoured leopard-skin in their uniforms.
In early twentieth-century British society, fancy
dress parties and tableaux were popular and
much photographed. One of the most celebrated
was Madame Yevonde’s ‘Goddesses’ series of
1935, in which she photographed Diana Mitford
as Venus draped in leopard, the Countess of
Shrewsbury as Ariadne and the racy Australian
socialite Sheila Chisholm, then Lady Milbanke,
as Penthesilea, the Amazonian warrior queen.
The contemporary image of woman as warrior
has been revisited on-screen and in television
series such as Xena: Warrior Princess (1995-2001)
and, more recently, Game of Thrones.
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
