The Bosnian pine is a symbol of resilience. These magnificent
trees might not grow asold as the bristlecone pinesor

large
as the redwoods in western North America, but in the
mountains of southeastern Europe they are a symbol of
asturdy tree that can withstand the harshest of mountain
conditions. Living at the subalpine and tree line zone, often
on sun-exposed and very steep, rocky slopes, this pine has
learned to survive almost anything—cold, drought, poor soils,
ground fires, avalanches, even people starting to cut it and
then leaving it quarter-cut if they did not like the width of
the heartwood. But it is also a symbol of beauty, with its
frequently spiraled stems, covered with almost-perfect
hexagonal scales, supporting large branches often as big as
other trees and sometimes providing scarce shade to one of its
favorite companions—the delicate Edelweiss.

cce, Bosnian pine is a symbol
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inally, after hours of climbing, I am at the top of the steep
slope above the high band of white marble rocks. In this
especially strenuous last hour, T have managed to perform
the strange dance of jumping from one leaning dwarf pine
stem to the next, without falling and sinking into the maze
of branch-like stems hanging a few feet above the ground. This strange
jumping-balancing-jumping dance is the only way I know of to pass
through a Pinus mugo bushland if T want to avoid crawling over the
ground, and it comes with a high risk. A fall could mean heavy injury
and many hours of torture for the mountain rescue service volunteers
who would have to carry me by hand through these same bushes. Will
my dance be worth it? Looking from the bottom of the Bunderitsa val-
ley in the Pirin Mountains, toward my favorite opposite slope of
Todorka peak, I dearly hope so. I remain with the impression of scat-
tered trees with large crowns that frequently have dry tops—a potential
sign of old age. And my aim for this mini-expedition has been to find
old trees. I search for them out of a pure desire to learn more about the
majestic Bosnian pines (Pinus heldreichii).

A quest for something special

Yes, being a Bulgarian and a trained forester I knew the story of the
ancient Baikusheva mura tree of this species, discovered a century ago
during the first scientific expedition in these mountains and believed to
be 1,300 years old. But after my passion for dendrochronology started to
expand, and after looking at numerous trees without finding any that
old, Thad doubts. In addition, Stefan Mirchev, the professor who sparked
my interest in dendrochronology, was quite skeptical on the dendro-
chronological value of this species. “I am sure I have seen a core of one
tree older than six hundred years,” he said, “but if the famous Fritz
Schweingruber from the Swiss Federal Institute for Forest, Snow, and
Landscape Research (wst) did not find anything special in these tree
rings, then you will also not find it.”

Well, T know both of these men, and trust them, but T had also seen
the measurements of the cores that Fritz Schweingruber managed to
collect in the 1980s. They were from young trees, fast growers, probably
at the bottom of the valley close to the road. And it came as no surprise
that he had such cores—these were the communist years and surely
a Western researcher wandering around and doing something to the
trees would be met with suspicion, which could result in hours of inter-
rogation at a local police station. I was positive that Schweingruber did
not have the opportunity to fully explore the forests and look for the
oldest and most interesting trees.

A glimmer of hope

Back on the slope. The first glimpse of it is impressive. A small herd of
wild goats enjoys the tranquility and lack of people and slowly searches
for tiny patches of grass among the rocks. The Bosnian pine trees are
also impressive—crooked stems, irregular crowns, some widely spaced,
some clumped as if deliberately planted together. In fact, they were—not
by people but by birds making stashes of seeds for the winter and then
forgetting them, or by seeds finding the best place to grow on old
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
